1. MEET WITH THE MINISTER

The first step is to arrange a meeting with the minister.
At this meeting you will be able to discuss the service
and the pre-marriage preparations, as well as ask any
questions you may have. Please bring any ideas you
have and together we can look at possibilities.

2. BOOK THE CHURCH

Once you have met with the minister and paid a $200
deposit, your booking will be confirmed. This should be
done as early as possible so that your wedding day and
time is reserved.

3. SELECT YOUR MUSIC

All music and vocal numbers must be discussed with
our Music Director (if you decide to use our music
services). Please arrange a meeting well before the
wedding to discuss all music requests.

4. MARRIAGE LICENSE & PAYMENT

The marriage license can be obtained at any City Hall or
Municipal Office up to three months prior to the
wedding. It must be brought to the church no later than
one month before the wedding. Please bring the re-
mainder of your fees at this time. Place the fees for each
individual below in separate envelopes (cash only).

Bubbles are
permitted outside on the lawn only.
